Never leave a long
chape sticking beyond rivet as it can
curl or get caught on something.

. Reverse punch 5 holes in billet end,
starting 2" from tip. Space holes 12" apart.
Use Osborne size #1 round punch. With
few exceptions, always reverse punch holes
on straps (i.e., punch holes from FS) as straps
are easier to buckle that way. Holes are cone
shaped, and the wider entry side (FS) allows
buckle tongue to enter without tearing up
